Adopt-A-Highway

The group agrees to clean up its road 
segment at least three times a year for 
a minimum of 
two years.

Pick-A-Highway
The group agrees to clean up its road segment one time only.
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Procedures:
The Highway Department provides high visibility safety vests, trash bags, and safety training materials.  The organization/individual should then notify the Highway Department where the filled trash bags have been set so that they can then be picked up by our Highway Department maintenance personnel.
