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CSAH 12 IMPROVEMENTS SET FOR SUMMER 2010

W

ork on County State Aid Highway (CSAH) 12 from south of 15th Street to the south city limits of Buffalo will begin on Wednesday, June 9, 2010.  Mathiowetz Construction Co. of Sleep Eye, MN is the successful low bidder for this work.  Construction will likely run into November of this year, with one layer of bituminous paving occurring prior to winter shutdown.  Some sections of the project could remain unpaved over the winter to facilitate accelerated settlement of poor soils. This project is anticipated to last two years – several months are required for settlement of soils in the surcharge areas of the project (areas with poor soils). It is anticipated that the top layer of blacktop will be paved in 2011, at which time pavement markings, signing, final landscaping touch-up and site clean-up will be completed.
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Detour/Road Closure/Car Tags

D
uring construction, CSAH 12 will be closed to thru traffic, which will be directed to use official posted detours.  Access to and through the construction area will be restricted to those residents who have no alternate route to and from their destination.  Residents are directed to travel south on CSAH 12 to reach their destination. The City of Buffalo is reconstructing the urban portion of CSAH 12 this year north of the County project, up to the intersection of TH 25, so traffic south of this area will not be allowed to travel north.  

ID car tags will be issued for local residents.  These car tags are intended only for those who must travel through the construction zone on a daily basis. Please display a tag from your rear view mirror so that local authorities and construction crews can easily identify your right to be in the construction zone.   It is not necessary for occasional visitors to your home to have car tags. If conditions are favorable, the detour will be removed over winter and re-installed next spring, so residents should keep their car tags.
If additional tags are needed, they can be picked up at the Wright County Public Works Building located on TH 25 at the intersection of CR 138, about 1.5 miles north of TH 55 in Buffalo.

Utility Relocation
Many changes will be taking place to privately owned utilities just ahead of the actual roadway construction. Gas pipelines, telephone cables, internet cables, along with overhead power, must all be relocated within the new right-of-way lines. This work will be performed by the individual utility company or by crews which they hire directly.

alvage of timber, fencing, bushes, rock gardens, etc., by landowners should now be complete.  When the project begins, the Contractor will have control of these materials within the construction zone.  

As mentioned earlier, tree removal, utility work, and grading of the project will commence on June 9.  Excavation and grading will run concurrently or shortly behind the utility relocation work. New pavement will be placed this fall, with the final layer of pavement being placed in 2011. Final seeding and job clean up will be accomplished in 2011 as well.
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New Mailbox Supports
This project also includes the placement of a new swing-away mailbox support at no cost to residents (only for residents who already receive mail directly on CSAH 12). Existing mailboxes and supports will be removed early during construction. Temporary mailboxes will be set up along the project at locations designated by the postmaster.  (The postmaster will send a mailing to residents regarding temporary boxes.)  Upon project completion, your original mailbox will be placed back onto CSAH 12 on a new support.  At that time, you will be given the opportunity to provide a new mailbox, which we will install for you. Further communication will be sent to you at that time.
